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Areas where adequate information indicates that no significant mineral deposits are present, or where it is judged that little likelihood exists for their presence

Areas containing mineral deposits the significance of which cannot be evaluated from availability data.
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4.15.6 Project Impacts 

Threshold 4.15.1 Result in the loss of availability of a known mineral resource that would be 

of value to the region and the residents of the State. 

 

Threshold 4.15.2  Results in the loss of availability of a locally important mineral resource 

recovery site delineated on a local general plan, specific plan, or other land 

use plan. 

 

Near-Term Project Impact Analysis. No known commercially valuable mineral resources exist on 

or near the project site, including the proposed fire station property. The project site is classified by 

the California Department of Conservation, Division of Mines and Geology as being located in MRZ-

1, indicating that no known significant mineral deposits are present on site. Development of the near-

term projects such as the hotel, exhibit halls, fire station, East Parking Lot improvements, and Solana 

Gate improvements will not preclude access to mineral resources, as no mineral resources are known 

or anticipated to occur on site. Therefore, implementation of the proposed near-term projects would 

not result in the loss of availability of known mineral resources that would be considered valuable to 

the region or the residents of the State. Construction of the proposed near-term projects in phases as 

described in Chapter 3.0, Project Description, of this Environmental Impact Report (EIR) does not 

alter this conclusion. The project will not result in significant impacts related to availability of 

mineral resources or mineral resource recovery sites, and no mitigation is required. 

 

 

Long-Term Project Impact Analysis. As stated above, there are no significant mineral deposits 

present on site. Development of the long-term projects such as the seasonal train platform and 

multilevel parking structure will not preclude access to mineral resources, as no mineral resources are 

known or anticipated to occur on site. Therefore, implementation of the proposed long-term projects 

will not result in significant impacts related to the availability of mineral resources or mineral 

resource recovery sites.  

 

 

4.15.7 Cumulative Impacts 

The cumulative study area for mineral resources consists of: (1) the area that could be affected by 

proposed project activities; and (2) the areas affected by other projects whose activities could directly 

or indirectly affect the availability of a commercially valuable or locally important mineral resource 

on the project site. The analysis above indicated that no significant mineral deposits are located on 

site. For this reason, the project will not cause any incremental contribution to cumulative impacts 

related to mineral resources and therefore it is not cumulatively considerable. No mitigation is 

required. 

 

 

4.15.8 Level of Significance prior to Mitigation 

No significant impacts related to mineral resources have been identified. 
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4.15.9 Mitigation Measures 

No significant direct, indirect, or cumulative impacts to mineral resources have been identified. 

Therefore, no mitigation measures are necessary. 

 

 

4.15.10 Programmatic Impact Avoidance and Mitigation Strategies 

As mentioned above, the proposed long-term project would not result in significant impacts related to 

the availability of mineral resources or mineral resource recovery sites; therefore, programmatic 

impact avoidance and mitigation strategies for long-term projects are not required. 

 

 

4.15.11 Level of Significance after Mitigation 

No significant impacts related to mineral resources have been identified.
