Integrated Waste Management Board maintains a database on solid waste facilities, operations, and disposal
sites throughout the state of California. The types of facilities found in this database include landfills, transfer
stations, material recovery facilities, composting sites, transformation facilities, waste tire sites, and closed
disposal sites.
